Comments were made about both, and in the process “God
Squad” shut down and my quartet dissolved. | personally held
Dean responsible at the time because | thought he ™sigle
tenor. | confronted both Dean and my tenor about this and
about God Squad, when Dean presented me with the first of
several challenges in the form of “you are not a gaader
and you have no clue on how to direct”.

About that time IDAH was around the corner and one of
the curriculums was “Beginning Directing” to be led Jay
Giallombardo. Dean dared me to attend. | went, thus my start
in truly understanding what the barbershop style was really
about. How my eyes were opened! | found out that, yes, |
knew music, but | didn’t know music. Sure is a funny thing to
say. | found out, not only the directing techniques, but also
proper singing techniques. | also found out that | did know
more about music, especially in theory, than what | had
imagined.

After attending this, Dean mentioned that there were
scholarships available for Harmony University (HanydJ)
for directing, so | applied.
